The 2009/2010 season was a productive one.  The first big news was the announcement of Denise Pascucci as the Women’s Program Advisor for S&T.  When the request came from Division to appoint someone to the position, it was a “no brainer”, as Denise had already taken an active roll in organizing a two day Women’s Clinic at Shawnee Peak.  Thank you Denise, for all the hard work in putting the event together!  It’s clear from the program reviews that you’re doing a great job!

We had 10 events scheduled within the region, starting things off with an organizational meeting at Shawnee Peak.  This year’s focus was on error detection and correction; which trickled down from the Division S&T meeting held on the first weekend in December at Killington.  The Shawnee gathering was extremely useful in sharing tips and pointers on how to fix common problems that patrollers may succumb to during their regularly scheduled shifts.  Next year’s Calibration Day will be focused on scoring, so our examiners will all be teaching and evaluating to the same level Region wide.

The on-snow clinics kicked-off at Sugarloaf, and continued as we made our rounds to Camden Snow Bowl, Sunday River (3 Day Patroller School), Shawnee Peak (2 Day Women’s Clinic), Big Rock, Mt. Abram, and Saddleback.  We concluded the season with one more trip to Saddleback for the Senior Evaluation; which we have been holding in the Northern and Southern Sections on a rotating basis.  

This year’s Senior Exam was attended by 5 candidates, 6 evaluators, 1 advocate, 1 division quality assurance representative, and a number of aspiring Trainer/Evaluators and Senior Candidates.  Four people passed the Skiing component, and three people passed Toboggan portion.  We were blessed with some of the best snow conditions I’ve ever seen at an evaluation, and everyone finished the day with a positive sense of what they learned throughout the season and the day.  Looking forward to next year, we will continue our schedule and head back to the Southern Section, with Sunday River hosting our final during the first weekend in March.
